o “Iprayed that if God did not want me to do this, someone would be outside as a
sign and you were there.”
o A clinic worker said, “The sight of people praying just got to me and I just
couldn’t do this anymore.”
= Michigan has 36 abortion clinics throughout the state
= We can decrease that number and help save lives!
= In an abortion clinic, everyone is dying — either physically or spiritually
= Being there is like being at the foot of the cross — the very place where our brothers and
sisters are being put to death.

#11 Project LIFEBOARD:

=  We also do Project LIFEBOARD.

= A LIFEBOARD, such as this one, is a billboard with a pro-life message.

= Have any of you seen one before?

= This LIFEBOARD reads, “ J

= Right now we are trying to raise enough money to post a LIFEBOARD for one full year!

=  What can you do? So much and it is so easy!

=  We work with teens from parish youth groups, like yours, to present a 3 minute talk to
the parish after mass campaigning for prayer and support

= The script calls for two speakers — so that is only one and a half minutes for each person
to talk!

= The results are amazing!

= Rachel’s Vineyard told us that after we started posting LIFEBOARDS, their calls rose
dramatically. 3 out of 4 calls from Michigan are coming from our LIFEBOARDS!!!

= To date, we have posted over 200 LIFEBOARDS not only in Michigan but in several
other states as well.

= This project saves lives and helps mothers and fathers to find healing after an
abortion.
